Holy Eucharist and Imposition of Ashes

Dated 2/01/08

Note:  Ashes used on the day are obtained by burning palms and palm crosses left from the previous Palm Sunday or returned by members of the congregation.
Frontal:  Purple

Remove Box for the cross

Remove Vases for flowers (no flowers for lent)

Remove Paschal Candle out of Church (should be already out) Remember that the Paschal Candle will return on Easter Sunday and be removed from the Church on Pentecost Sunday but returns for baptisms and Requiem Mass (funeral).
Imposition of Ashes

2 Glass bowl for ashes from Charlaine
1 Glass bowl for water from Charlaine
Glass dish for slices of lemon and bread from Anne Owens 
 Note:  After the imposition of ashes, the celebrant is to cut the ashes with the lemon slices and to absorb the residue with the bread.

2 Paper lavabo towel

Place on the baptismal table with linen from Hilda
Place table to the right (facing the cross) on the step flat form 
Holy Eucharist
2 Chalices

2 Patens with 75 wafers  in each

2007 we had a total of 100   2008 we had a total of 108
Bread box and ciborium with 25 in each

1 roll of 100 wafers on the blue tray

1 large cruet of unconsecrated wine

1 small cruet of water

1 small cruet of consecrated wine

One gluten free wafer in silver holder

Altar table is place at the center of isle even with the front pews. Check linen and make sure it is evenly distributed in the front and skim the floor. 
Place Corporal on the altar table with the cross facing the congregation

Standing in front of altar table facing the cross place the bread box and ciborium with 25 wafers and consecrated wine on the left side.  REMEMBER:  Consecrated is placed to the left of the Cross.

To the right place the cruet of water and the large cruet of unconsecrated wine.  

The 2 Chalices and 2 Patens are veiled as a normal Communion service.
